 NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that I, Mayor David Hemmer, do hereby 
proclaim April 28th 2023, as Arbor Day in the City of Prairie du Chien, and I urge all citizens to 
celebrate Arbor Day, support efforts to protect our trees and woodlands, and celebrate this year’s 
Arbor Day with the 1st Grade Ceremony on St Feriole Island.
